Mecklenburg County, south of Sadler Road and west of Dixie River Road.

» The property is owned by Crescent River District, LLC

*» The site is currently vacant and is zoned MX-2, which allows for residential mixed-use
development.

» The petitioned area consists of one parcel; parcel identification number: 113-281-49.

» The property is located within Charlotte’s extraterritorial jurisdiction and shares boundaries with
current city limits.

* The intent of the annexation is to enable the development of 125 single family homes on the site.
